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I, along with my lovely girlfriend, recently moved to Heidelberg to pursue our respective master’s degrees
(Computer Science and Cancer Biology). While Heidelberg is a beautiful city with great sights, interesting
people and a pretty good bouldering gym, the process of becoming a European international student can be
quite challenging.

If you find yourself in a similar position (or are considering placing yourself in it), I hope this post will be useful
to you, since it covers a number of the things we struggled with during the enrolment process and beyond.

Note: this post is ever-expanding. If you’ve also experienced some issues with education in Heidelberg, or have
some experiences you’d like to share, please let me know and I’ll add them here.

Enrolment

Application

This step of the enrolment process can be either tedious (in the case of Cancer Biology) or very straightforward
(in the case of Data and Computer Science), depending entirely on your major.

In the former case, you have to

1. send in your CV and a motivation letter and, if chosen,
2. attend an interview with a presentation you preparedm

In the latter case, there was no interview so you could skip directly to sending the application documents
(required by both). This includes (but is not limited to):

e a filled-in application,

« a certificate of English proficiency (at least B2)[2]

« a transcript of completed study requirements (I haven’t received my degree at a time),
e a certified copy of a high-school diploma and

e a copy of my ID (or a VISA, if you're not a European citizen).

Once the admissions are opened (~March 2022 for our programmes), the specific list will be at the respective
degree’s website. You might have to do a little bit of digging and translating, though (the study requirements
might be in German even if the degree isn’t).

Sending the documents by post is best done by private carriers such as UPS instead of the post, because they’re
faster, more liable and will notify you when the documents arrived, albeit a little more costly (~€30 from the
Czech Republic).

Immatriculation

Once you have been accepted and have received your letter of admission, you will know what other documents
the university requires to finish your enrolment. This can vary quite drastically between the degrees, what was
required for Computer Science was

e a filled-in application for immatriculation[g]7
¢ a university diploma or a final transcript of my home university,
e a passport-size photo (35mm x 45mm),

e proof of health insurancew,
 proof of finance (this document) and

uhnterviewers are Faculty members from German Cancer Research Center (DKFZ) since this institute is closely connected with
the major. The interview started with a 5-minute presentation given by the student. The topic could be the bachelor thesis or
any other scientific project you did. After the presentation, the interviewer asked questions about the project presented, some
fundamental knowledge of molecular biology, and motivation to study at Heidelberg University.

[2] If it’s a German master’s degree, you'll need a certificate of German proficiency instead.

[3] If you don’t have a German address, just write something like Documents will be picked up in person in the “Temporary
residence in Germany” section and pick them up when you arrive in Heidelberg, else they will send them by post and it could take
a very long time (much longer than the start of classes).

[4] This was a bit tricky. If you're outside of the EU, you’ll need to contact an insurance provider in Germany. If you’re from the
EU, you most likely have a EHIC-compliant insurance card. It is not enough to send a copy as the university requires that a
German insurance provider confirms the validity of the card. This was, however, relatively easy, as described in this document.

e a copy of my ID (again, or a VISA for non-EU citizens).

After everything has been sent, you'll need to wait a bit (say a week) and then pick up your documents (ID,
Matriculation documents, etc.) from this building. There are some more steps afterwards, such as

¢ activating your student 1D,

o paying the student fee[5],

e setting up Eduroam,

e browsing IT services such as VPN or printing and

e checking your email,

but they are well-described in the documents you receive so I won’t cover them here.

Email Client Setup

Adding this section since I had to do this multiple times and mess it up everytime (the online documentation
is not entirely well written). The configuration for me (Tom&s Sldma, tn304) is the following:

Note that sending email doesn’t work from other countries. Use a VPN!

Money

If Euros aren’t your nation’s currency (which was the case for me as we use Czech Korunas), there is a chance
that paying using your bank’s card will include additional fees and unfavorable conversion rates of your central
bank. If that is the case, it might be advisable to either

e set-up an account at a German bank or

e use a service like Revolut that facilitate currency conversions without additional fees!6]

I've chosen to use Revolut and it has been working well so far — the app is easy to use, the money easy to
track and the card has been working fine without any issues. If you’d like to try it too, let someone who
7]

already has Revolut know!’! since they could invite you through Revolut’s referral programme and receive

some money for free.

Getting either of those is also quite important for signing up for services memberships for places like the
Boulderhaus, getting a German phone number or even paying rent, since a lot of them use direct debit — if
you don’t do so, make sure your bank supports this type of payment.

Also, most places in Heidelberg accept cards, so you don’t need to have a lot of cash on-hand.

Housing

It’s fucked up.

Your best bet is to start really early and try to apply for housing in Heidelberg’s dorms (via student union
or privately-owned). If they’re full, going in person and making sad eyes reportedly works, although I haven’t
tried. You should also try to periodically scour wg-gesucht, which is targeted at student housing — this is how

[5] This again depends on whether you’re a citizen of EU (the fee is pretty small, we payed ~€170) or not (the fee is substantial
large). In any case, the payment can take a little while to confirm (at least when paying from Revolut), so don’t panic.

[6] As of 11/2022, Revolut allows free monthly conversions of around €1000, if you don’t have a premium account. This will most
likely be enough for you, depending on your housing and lifestyle.

we got our appartment. Do not use immobilienscout24 as they are an absolutely awful company, with most
of the properties being spam or automated posts linking to the websites of other companies (not to mention
their predatory Plus account).

The text we usually sent, along with a SCHUFA certificate (which you can either buy or can actually get for
free if you do some due diligence and are not as pressed for time as we were) is the following, both in English
and in German:

Greetings,

me and my girlfriend (both 22 years old) are starting our Master’s degrees in Heidelberg and would
be interested in the apartment. I will be studying Computer Science and she will be studying Cancer
Biology. Since the semester starts quite soon, we’d like to move in as soon as possible, but the date
is very much flexible.

We're both from the Czech Republic and have been together for 8 years now. We’re quiet and not
very outgoing, mostly focusing on our studies and hobbies (rock climbing, dance). We don’t smoke
and have no pets.

In terms of financing, we are fortunate to have the financial support of both of our parents, along
with having a sizable amount of savings.

Travel

This depends a lot on where you live but it might be a good idea to purchase the Semester Ticket, which

allows you to use pretty much[8] any public transport in the Rhein-Neckar region, which includes Heidelberg,
Mannheim and the surrounding towns.

Also, if you can, travel by bike. Heidelberg is made for travel by bike — it has great infrastructure (bike lanes
and racks everywhere), cars are used to them and it is arguably the fastest way to travel here since the public
transport always has delays.

If you don’t own a bike, use a bike-sharing service like nextbike, which allows up to 30 minutes of free travel per
rental (for students). This is likely more than enough time to travel from/to any campus/mensa during your
daily schedule.

For traveling to specific campus buildings, here are some very useful maps for each campus part (Altstadt,
Bergheim and Im Neuenheimer Feld).

Dining
There are a number of mensas in Heidelberg, the most frequented being the Zentralmensa. They provide food

both as a buffet (which is great because you can regulate how much you eat) and ready meals (which are
slightly cheaper but uniform).

My favorite is the Zeughaus Mensa near Universitétsplatz, which always has excellent food, along with a café
(with student prices). The best thing is that it closes pretty late (9 PM) and is also open on Saturday, so you
can really minimize the amount you cook, if you’'re not into that or don’t have the facilities at home.

Education

The structure of your degree varies drastically from degree to degree. Some programmes have a relatively
predetermined schedule, while others are more open.

One thing that is a constant in all of this is LSF, which is the central platform for organizing your education
in Heidelberg. After reading through the handbook for your respective Master’s degree, you should find the
courses you’d like to sign up for in the course catalogue. For each course, there is usually a sign-up link, leading
to one of the many e-learning platforms used (Miisli, Moodle, Mampf, etc.).

Torrenting

Don’t torrent without a VPN. Seriously.

You will receive a warning and will have to pay (either a lot directly or a little less when going through a
mediation company). If this has already happened, read this article and follow the advice.

I'm adding this here since Germany’s stance to torrenting is quite different (there is a whole industry around
this) to that of some other European countries and might catch you off guard like it did us. It is absolutely
nonsensical and predatory, but unfortunately not much can be done.
